After that, if we 

have not reserved the 10 

rooms, what rooms have 

been reserved will be 

held at that price and the 

remainder will be re-

leased ; rooms can still 

be rented if available, 

but at the going rate.  

So, once we get a date, 

youôll want to make 

your reservation to be 

sure to get the preferred 

rate. 

4. They have a fantastic 

breakfast and lunch buf-

fet for $8.95. 

However, they do not have 

conference facilities avail-

able for the 20th, so if the 

Law School doesnôt host 

us, again, we will have to 

consider other options.
